guard its reputation and to defend it against all satanic attacks; and to contribute
cheerfully, proportionately, and systematically toward its financial program.

We also promise to maintain family and personal devotions, to seek to teach and
instill in our children a reverence and love for the Lord, His Church and His Holy Word;
to further instruct them to have respect for those who are over us in the Lord. We further
engage to seek the salvation of our kindred and acquaintances, to be honest and just in
our dealings, and to walk circumspectly in the world.

We further promise to avoid all gossip and excessive anger; to abstain from all
fleshly lusts, and appearance of evil; and further to separate ourselves from anything that
would tend to weaken our brethren spiritually and nullify our personal testimony.

We also promise to labor together in Christian love; to remember each other in
prayer; to aid each other in sickness or distress of any kind; to be slow to take offense
but always ready for reconciliation, with the scriptural admonition to secure it without
delay.
